and gave me and other delegates insight for the upcoming week.

After each speakgthe lage group of around 80 delegates broke into small roundtables composed of 10 to 12
members. From each small group a representative was elected to speak on behalf of the roundtable and work
to piece together the assembly consensus. From my group the representativedivdisingg!that night, a

debate had been arranged, unbeknownst to any of us, for the group representatives to discuss policy and
American diplomatic strategy

So there | was, on the stage with two midshipman from the Wasdbemya cadet from th&ir Force
Academya member of the Royal Canadfmy, and three other students fronfeliént universities across the
world. We had been given two minutes notice and now had the floor in front of nearly 100 delegates, cadets,
area experts adr Force oficers.Amazingly the debate wentfaxtraordinarily wellAll of the group
representatives were knowledgeable in the subject matter of politics, policy and terrorism, and we were able to
parlay that into sharp points and rebuttals.

The rest of the week went by without such major surprises, but not without a great deal of learning and
discussionWe heard from the intelligencefickr to the 10tiirborne Special Forces group on the tactical
outlook and from a former NORAD officer regarding strategic military considerations. Throughout our
discussions, ideas centered on combining both hard (military force) as well as soft (humanitarian) power to
combat the spread of terrorism throughout the world.

During rapporteur meetings, | and the other group representatives worked diligently to put all the
proposed solutions into cleapncise directives that could be utilized by government agencies.

No one began the week thinking we could solve terrokgarcertainly did not expect to find all the solutions in

five short daysYet, the exchange of ideas enabled each delegate to go back to his/her respective university or
service with vastly more knowledge and background than that with which they had arrived. Indeed, the very
purpose of any academic gathering is to facilitate the flow of knowledge, and this is exactly what we did. Itis an
opportunity from which I have learned much and | am grateful to have been a part of this conference.

Several experts including academics, social scientists, and practitioners from Europe akmh@&tarsh
will teach in this program. Classes will deal with the situation in Europe, Canada and the United States,
transatlantic security and economic issues such @a®N2ommercial relations between Naokinerica and
Europe, and also the current challenges of transatlantic relations.

The entire summer school program is based in the education Centre Schloss Hofen. This former castle
was home to the students and lecturers for the duration of the program. Schloss Hofen is located in the
Voralbeg mountains within fifteen minutes walk of Lake Constance. In addition to the academic component of
this workshop, barbecues, boat trips, and other group activities and excursions constitute an important part of
the summer school.

The first week of this three-week program was
dedicated to a discussion of European Union history
contemporary issues of European integration, the U.S. and
Canadatodaynd Old Europe - New Europe: the impact
of European Enlargement on transatlantic relations. The
second week was devoted to topics such asENA
Security Policy Peacekeeping missions, EU-U&de
